General Rules
Negative Coggins Required the date of the show!   Neither Cherokee Raiders, Inc. nor the Harford County Riding Club will be responsible for any loss, damage or injury.  You are on the premises as an exhibitor, observer, or guest at your own risk.

You are responsible for reading all rules and regulations prior to the start and sign-up of the show.  A Rulebook and Division Specification sheet can be obtained at the entry booth, the day of the show, or from our website.  If you have any questions, please consult the Rulebook, spec sheet or ask a representative of the Cherokee Raiders, Inc.   Judge’s/ring steward’s decisions are final.

Cross Entering Rules:   Leadline and Mini Youth is open to Western and English riders and the handlers must stay in the ring.  Leadline and Mini Youth participants can only cross enter into Halter and Showmanship classes.   All other Western and English Divisions must participate in their respective age division.  However, if chosen, you can show up, meaning you can ride in a higher age division, but once this is done you must stick to that division for the remaining of the show season, and your points will accumulate in that division.  Beginner exhibitors may NOT cross enter into any other division, except Halter, Showmanship & Walk/Trot or Jog Speed classes.  Green Horse and Handy Horse and Working Hunter exhibitors MAY cross enter into their age appropriate division.   Green and Handy are determined as well by discipline.  You can have a Handy Western Horse but it has never gone English before and could therefore be a Green English Horse but you can’t have a Green Horse that also shows Handy Horse in the same discipline.  Please see a Cherokee Raiders Representative if you have any questions regarding cross entering.
               Breaks and Warm Ups- There will be a half hour lunch break immediately following the Western Classes.  Ring One will be cleared at 8:45 a.m. for Speed warm up.  Ring One will be open for Western Warm Up immediately following Halter and Showmanship classes.  All rings are open for warm up at 7:30 a.m. lunging will be allowed in the bottom ring.
             Classes may be split or combined at the discretion of the judge/ring steward.  All judge’s/ring steward’s             decisions are final.


Approved SEI helmets or hardhats must be worn by those 18 and under who are mounted, regardless of which discipline they are riding, and by all exhibitors 18 and over who are riding English.


Only adults 19 and over are allowed to exhibit stallions.
All dogs must be kept on a leash at all times.
              All ages are of January 1st of the current year.  Proof of age may be required.
              Abusive language, behavior or abuse of any animal will not be tolerated.  All spectators and riders must conduct themselves in an appropriate and sportsmanlike manner at all times. Failure to do so could be grounds for removal from the premise.
            Showmanship, Horsemanship, Trail and Speed patterns will be posted at the entry booth the morning of the show.  Jumping courses will be posted at Ring One during Lunch Break.

           Stalls are available for rent.  Exhibitor must register and pay at entry booth.  Exhibitor must supply their own bedding and supplies and equine must be monitored by exhibitor.

          Photograher will be available at each of our shows.  If you DO NOT want to be photographed it is your responsibility to notify the photographer of such.

             Day End Awards –  Champion and Reserve will be awarded to the riders that have accumulated the most points after their division is completed and the placing have been reported in.  In the event of a tie the rider with the most firsts will be awarded Champion while the other Reserve.  If still a tie it will be the most seconds etc.  

Year End Awards:  In order to qualify for year-end awards you must be a member in good standing and attend at least 60% of shows for current year.  Points accumulate for year-end awards beginning with the date you sign up and pay your membership fee.  The Working Hunter division will not count for total year points and will only count for a Division Year End Award

                The Rudolph Memorial Perpetual Trophy has been donated to club.  At the end of each year, this trophy will be presented to the horse and rider combination that have accumulated the most points for that year to hold until the end of the following show season.  This trophy is to be returned to the Club at the last pointed show the following year in the same condition it was received.  Once the trophy is returned, a replacement trophy will be given to the winner for him/her to keep.  The same person is only allowed to receive this trophy for 2 consecutive years.

                The Versatility Award is presented to the rider who has accumulated the highest number of points while riding in multiple divisions with multiple horses/ponies with each one competing at 60% of the shows.

              Identification Numbers- Each exhibitor shall wear an identification number on his/her back.  They must be the current numbers for the 2011 show season and all members will be required to keep their number for the remainder of the show season.

Division Specifications
(For detailed information, see Rulebook)
Halter – Open to all age handlers.  May only show in one class.  To be judged on general appearance, balance and style, skeletal structure, soundness, trueness to breed or type characteristics and stride.

Showmanship – Exhibitors to show in age appropriate class.  To be judged on appearance of horse and rider and performance of handler.

Leadline (English or Western) – Open to riders 5-7.  May compete on or off lead.  Riders may be escorted without penalty as long as rider or horse are not touched.  To be judged on rider’s seat, suitability of mount, control of mount and horse’s manners, performance and soundness.

Leadline (English or Western) – Open to riders 4 and under.  Must show on lead.  To be judged on rider’s seat, suitability of mount, control of mount and horse’s manners, performance and soundness.

Mini Youth   (English or Western) – Open to riders 10 and under who are just learning how to trot unassisted.  To be shown at a walk and trot/jog in small ring.  To be judged on rider’s seat, suitability of mount, control of mount and horse’s manners, performance and soundness.

Green Horse Western – Open to riders of all ages.  Horses competing in their first 2 full years of showing.  May ride two handed regardless of horses age, but with appropriate bit.  To be judged on appropriate equipment, control of mount, rider’s position, horse’s manners, movement, performance and soundness.  
Handy Horse Western – Open to riders of all ages.  Horses who have competed more than two years.  To be judged on appropriate equipment, control of mount, rider’s position, horse’s manners, movement, performance and soundness.  Exhibitors may ride 2 handed with appropriate bit on mounts 5 yrs. old and under.
Senior Western   – Open to riders 19 and over.  Class 22 will be pattern only.  To be judged on appropriate equipment, control of mount, rider’s position, horse’s manners, movement, performance and soundness.  Exhibitors may ride 2 handed with appropriate bit on mounts 5 yrs. old and under.
Junior Western – Open to riders 13 – 18.  Class 25 will be a pattern only.  To be judged on appropriate equipment, control of mount, rider’s position, horse’s manners, movement, performance and soundness.  Exhibitors may ride 2 handed with appropriate bit on mounts 5 yrs. old and under.
Youth Western – Open to riders 8 - 12.  Class 28 will be a pattern only.  To be judged on appropriate equipment, control of mount, rider’s position, horse’s manners, movement, performance and soundness.  Exhibitors may ride 2 handed with appropriate bit on mounts 5 yrs. old and under.
Youth Beginner Western   – Open to riders 18 and under who are in their first 4 years of showing and who have not won year end champion two times.  This class is for riders who do not possess the confidence or ability to successfully lope in a group.  Class 30 riders will be asked to individually lope a line.  Class 31 will be a pattern only.  To be judged on appropriate equipment, control of mount, rider’s position, horse’s manners, movement, performance and soundness. Exhibitors may ride 2 handed with appropriate bit on mounts 5 yrs. old and under.  This class is for Beginner riders only
Adult Beginner Western   – Open to riders 19 and over who are in their first 4 years of showing and who have not won year end champion two times.  This class is for riders who do not possess the confidence or ability to successfully lope in a group.  Class 33 riders will be asked to individually lope a line.  Class 34 will be a pattern only.  To be judged on appropriate equipment, control of mount, rider’s position, horse’s manners, movement, performance and soundness.  Exhibitors may ride 2 handed with appropriate bit on mounts 5 yrs. old and under.  This class is for Beginner riders only.
Green Horse English 1st Year 2nd Year – Open to riders of all ages.  Horses competing in their first 2 years of showing.   To be judged on appropriate equipment, control of mount, rider’s position, horse’s manners, movement, performance and soundness.   Exhibitors will compete in 2 flat classes and one over fences class with a jump height of 12”X.
Handy Horse English – Open to riders of all ages.  Horses who have competed more than two years.  To be judged on appropriate equipment, control of mount, rider’s position, horse’s manners, movement, performance and soundness.  Exhibitors will compete in 2 flat classes and one over fences class with a jump height of 18”X.
Working Hunter English – Open to riders of all ages.  This class will be judged on 2 flat work classes that will be judged at a walk, trot, and canter.  A jumping class that will have fences at the 2’3 to 2’6 Height.  To be judged on appropriate equipment, horse’s manners, their ability to be free moving and cover ground as in the hunt field, control of mount, movement riders position and soundness.

Senior English   – Open to riders 19 years and over.  Class 49 riders will be asked to perform task to show ability of rider (i.e. drop their stirrups, extend trot, etc.)  To be judged on appropriate equipment, control of mount, rider’s position, horse’s manners, movement, performance and soundness.  Exhibitors will compete in 3 flat classes and one over fences class with a jump height of 2’ verticals.
Junior English – Open to riders 13 – 18.  Class 52 riders will be asked to perform task to show ability of rider (i.e. drop their stirrups, extend trot, etc.).  To be judged on appropriate equipment, control of mount, rider’s position, horse’s manners, movement, performance and soundness.  Exhibitors will compete in 3 flat classes and one over fences class with a jump height of 2’ verticals.
Youth English – Open to riders 8 - 12.  Class 55 riders will be asked to perform task to show ability of rider (i.e. drop their stirrups, extend trot, etc.).  To be judged on appropriate equipment, control of mount, rider’s position, horse’s manners, movement, performance and soundness.  Exhibitors will compete in 3 flat classes and one over fences with a jump height of 18”X. 
Youth Beginner English   – Open to riders 18 and under whom are in their first 4 years of showing and who have not won year end champion two times.  This class is for riders who do not possess the confidence or ability to successfully canter in a group.  Class 76 riders will be asked to individually canter a line.  Class 77 riders will be asked to perform tasks to show ability of rider (i.e. extend trot, sitting trot, etc.)  .  To be judged on appropriate equipment, control of mount, rider’s position, horse’s manners, movement, performance and soundness.  Exhibitors will compete in 3 flat classes and one over fences with a jump height of 12”X.   This class is for beginner riders only.
Adult Beginner English   – Open to riders 19 and over who are in their first 4 years of showing and who have not won year end champion two times.  This class is for riders who do not possess the confidence or ability to successfully canter in a group.  Class 53 riders will be asked to individually canter a line.  Class 54 riders will be asked to perform tasks to show ability of rider (i.e. extend trot, sitting trot, etc.).  To be judged on appropriate equipment, control of mount, rider’s position, horse’s manners, movement, performance and soundness.  Exhibitors will compete in 3 flat classes and one over fences class with a fence height of 12”X.  This class is for beginner riders only.
Senior Speed – Open to riders 19 and over.  To be judge on appropriate equipment and time while completing obstacles and soundness of mount. Must have control of mount at all times.  May enter with a lead horse but they may not be in the arena during the competitors run.  Knocking over an obstacle will result in a five second penalty; failure to follow the course will result in disqualification.  The judge, at his or her discretion, may disqualify a rider for excessive use of a bat, crop, whip or rope in front of cinch.  
Youth Speed – Open to riders 18 and under.  To be judge on appropriate equipment and time while completing obstacles and soundness of mount. Knocking over an obstacle will result in a five second penalty; failure to follow the course will result in disqualification.  The judge, at his or her discretion, may disqualify a rider for excessive use of a bat, crop, whip or rope in front of cinch.  

Walk/Trot or Jog Speed – Open to 18 and under riders.  This class is for riders who don’t possess the confidence or ability to successfully canter or lope around obstacles with speed   to be judge on appropriate equipment and time while completing obstacles at a trot or jog and soundness of mount. Knocking over an obstacle will result in a five second penalty; failure to follow the course will result in disqualification.  Riders MAY after completing obstacles lope / canter back to gate. The judge, at his or her discretion, may disqualify a rider for excessive use of a bat, crop, whip or rope in front of cinch.  This class is for beginner riders only.
Adult Beginner Speed- Open to riders 19 and over.  This class is for riders who don’t possess the confidence or ability to successfully canter or lope around obstacles with speed.  Must trot/jog around obstacles and may lope/canter back to gate after performing obstacles. This class is for beginner speed riders only.  These riders may also enter Adult Beginner classes.  To be judged on appropriate equipment and time while completing obstacles at a trot or jog and soundness of mount. Knocking over an obstacle will result in a five second penalty, failure to follow the course will result in disqualification.  The judge, at his or her discretion, may disqualify a rider for excessive use of a bat, crop, whip or rope in front of cinch.  

Jumping Classes - Jumping classes will be judged on rider’s hands, seat, and guidance, control of mount, performance and soundness. Failure to follow the course will result in disqualification as well as 3 refusals.  You will be marked down for knocking down any part of the jump. Martingales are allowed in over fences classes.  ALL JUMPING CLASSES WILL BE HELD IN RING ONE IMMEDIATELY FOLLOWING YOUR FLAT CLASS
Trail Classes – To be judged on the performance of the horse over the obstacles with emphasis on manners response to the exhibitors and attitude.  You will be marked down for knocking down any of the obstacles as well as refusal of an obstacle.
